I he new state ot F r e e V i e t - N a m 
w i t h a population ot more than 
11.000.CG0 i s a l i t t l e larger i n area than 
Georgia. I n less than a year, under 
the able leadership of president Ngo-
d m h - D i e m it has become st rong. We 
are happy also to report that the 
Church of C h r i s t in V ie t -Nam. by 
God's s t rength , i s press ing fo rward 
w i th the message of God's love. 

V i s i t i n g speakers min is te red effect­
i ve l y i n evangel ism and i n B i b l e 
teaching. D ick H i l l i s . of Or ient C r u ­
sades, insp i red a f resh v is ion of the 
poss ib i l i t i es of w i tness ing teams. La te r 
h i s brother Don was w i th us . D r . Dav id 
Morkon conducted meetings i n Saigon 
when many accepted the L o r d . One 
young man, converted i n these meet­
ings, helped to open a new church 
back in h i s home town many m i l es 

away. D r . Bob Pierce came at a cr i t ical t ime w i t h a splendid group 
of speakers. T h e Church i s preparing lo r t h i s year 's General Synod 
which will meet at Da-Nang JTouranet in Augus t . Our Fo re ign Secre­
tary, R e v . L . L . K i n g i s to leave America for a v i s i t to V ie t -Nam. 
Sept. 10th. Rev , R . P . Chavan, our brother and colleague f rom Ind ia 
has j u s t completed ten meetings w i t h great b less ing. T h e r e i s a 
poss ib i l i t y also that M r . I . Ben Wat i . Execut ive Secretary of the 
Evangel ical F e l l o w s h i p of Ind ia may v i s i t the f ield ear ly i n September. 

Vietnamese and Chinese Gospel T e a m s are doing excel lent w o r k . 
Another young man has preached and showed pictures to thousands 
i n m i l i t a r y camps and i n p r i sons w i t h good r e s u l t s . Groups of prea­
chers are work ing; together i n evangelist ic effort in the i r areas. Uf>5 
converts were baptized i n 1955. T h e Vietnamese Church has taken the-
posi t ion that al l local congregations are on a se l f -suppor t ing basis. 
T h e M i s s i o n program is to i n tens i f y i t s ef for ts through w i tness ing 
bands, opening new areas, publ icat ion w o r k and i n the B i b l e S e m i n a r y . 

Even though the Vietnamese Evangel ical Church has more than 
120 national w o r k e r s . 125 churches and outstat ions, yet most of the 
nation has not heard the Gospel message. Many places are ready for 
occupation but we d<; not have w o r k e r s . We rejoice that the c i t ies 
of Hue and Qu i -Nhon are being re-occupied bv m iss iona r ies but others 
are s t i l l wai t ing. T h e B i b l e S e m i n a r y at D a - N a n s (Tourane) needs a 
large increase i n students. Manv churches urgent ly requi re re l iab i l i 
tat ion help as a resu l t cf war damage.

Part of oui m in is t ry th is yea)' has been wi th the churches in the 
provinces of Quang-Nain ond Quang-Ngai. There are many densely 
populated vil lages in t ins area, some of v hich have christ ians. We are 
expecting a lot of aggressive evangelism in these centers 

In the city of Quang-Ngai the church was fu l l and the people showed 
real interest. Before the war. both th is church and the one at Due-Pho. 
40 ki lometers further south, were self-supporting and 1 believe w i l l 
become so again. T h e church at Duc-Pho had two prosperous congre­
gations but one of them, at Mo-Duc. was bombed and burned out. T h e 
congregations were scattered. Now they are returning but at Mo-Duc 
there i s no church building, only the site wi th a l i t t le scarred rubble of 
Ihe burned building. We are praying for them that a new work w i l l be 
opened at th i s and other large centers in the province where they are 
s t i l l awaiting the Gospel. 

In Quung-Nam the need i s great! T h e population i s more than a 
mi l l ion ! Here we have eighteen churches and nine outf.tatie.ns. W i th 
the exception of three, al l of them were in V ie t -Minh ter r i tory unt i l 
the Geneva . cease-lire . agreement. T h e persecution and hardships of 
the people dur ing those years were tremendous. Many of the church 
buildings were completely destroyed, arid most of the christ ians lost their 
homes and rice lield.s. Today they are giving praise for the privi lege of 
worshipping God once more. We had communion in a thatched lean-to 
on the site of one of these bombed out churches. I t was the f i rs t time 
that they had been able to partake of the Lord 's supper i n eight years 
What a time of rejoicing i t was, und what a privi lege for us to fel lowship 
with these dear children of God who had kept such a joyous testimony 
through i t al l . Dur ing th i s past year, the rebuilding of s i x churches and 
seven parsonages were completed and three outslations have been built. 
More than half of these were built with Vietnamese funds. Our slogan 
l ias been « self-support, self-gin.ernmcrit and self-propagation ». T h i s year 
self-propagation has come to the front and we are t rust ing and praying 
that it w i l l increase unt i l a Gospel lighthouse i s placed in each village 
in Viet-Nam.

TOURANE BIBLE SCHOOL 
Rev. and M r s . P . E . Car lson 

T h a n k s be to God for permi t t ing us to have another four and a 
half years of m i n i s t r y in V ie t -Nam dur ing the most v i ta l period i n the 
h i s t o r y of the Church. T h e ent i re te rm has been spent i n the B i b l e 
School and has been filled w i t h b lessing. T h e 58 young men and women 
who came to us for t ra in ing in Ch r i s t i an serv ice represent a 100 percent 
increase over the prev ious class. W i t h the d i v i s i o n of the country at the 
17th para l le l and the consequent 50 percent reduction i n the total 
population f r o m which to draw students, we cannot but feel that t h i s 
i s a direct answer to prayer. Mere quant i ty should not be the gauge 
by wh ich to measure progress i n s p i r i t u a l under tak ings. Rejoice w i t h 
u s then, that the qual i ty of the student body, both f r om the intel lectual 
and s p i r i t u a l leve ls , was f a i r l y high. A cross-sect ion of the student 
body reveals that Central and Sou th V ie tnam were equal ly wel l 
represented. T h e N o r t h was also present i n the persons of a young 
couple who for 6 or 8 years l ived among the V i e t - M i n h colony res id ing 
i n S i a m , A fa i r propor t ion of the Centra l V ie tnam students have also 
l i ved for years behind the bamboo curta in. 

Pract ical applications of the pr inc ip les of personal w o r k and 
homi le t ics i s afforded the s tudents three days a week when they m i n i ­
s te r i n ch i ld ren 's meetings, house to house evangel ism and teaching. 
T h e first semester included men students v i s i t i n g 9 v i l lages and towns 
outs ide T o u r a n e ; d i s t r i bu t i ng over 700 tracts and w i t ness ing to over 
800 persons of whom 46 prayed. G i r l s tudents held 7 separate classes 
each week, teaching B i b l e s to r ies and memory verses to some 1000 
saved and unsaved chi ldren of whom a number accepted the L o r d . 
T w o of the g i r l s helped M r s . S tebb ins once a week i n hospi ta l v i s i t ­
ation w o r k and reported to having had conversat ions w i t h 380 i n d i ­
v idua ls of whom 11 prayed. T h e s e figures are duplicated i f not 
surpassed each semester. 

A t the month ly m i ss i ona ry meeting the students have had the 
p r i v i lege of hear ing messages f r om a number of Vietnamese m i s s i o n ­
ar ies to the T r i b e s . I n addit ion there have been recorded messages and 
s l i des on the t r ibes w o r k , a l l of which l i 3 v e resul ted i n keeping the 
m iss i ona ry s p i r i t h igh. We praise the L o r d that one graduate and five 
two-year s tudents have received the call to w o r k among these t r ibes 
people. T h e y need your earnest intercession for t h i s wo rk .

N H A T R A N G

T h e conference year of 1955-56 was a year of much progress i n 
wh ich we have seen the H o l y S p i r i t w o r k i n g in a mani fest way. 

Beg inn ing in the N o r t h , 300 k m . f r om N h a - T r a n g we first come to 
the two large towns of T a m - Q u a n and B o n g - S o n w i t h the adjacent 
countrys ide. Here there i s no wo rk at a l l and I am s o r r y to state that 
we have not been able to reach t h i s section because of the vastness of 
the N h a - T r a n g d is t r ic t . F i f teen k i l ome te rs south of B o n g - S o n , though, 
there i s a church where, on Oct. 12 our D i s t r i c t Super in tendent .

M r O n e - v a n - T r u n g was taken suddenly i l l after hold ing a bapt ismal 
Service' and went "to be w i t h the L o r d . I t was seen fit at las t 
conference to send a pastor to re-open Q u i - N h o n . H i s accommodations 
and the chapel were both loaned by chr i s t i ans for a year at no rent 
I / n t i l permanent locations could be secured. D u r i n g the period of five 
n i n t h s M r . Giao has been able to reorganize the church. T h e offer ings 
came up from zero to near ly 2.000,00 p iastres per month and the church 
felt confident i t could suppor t i t s pastor from now on. When M e s s r s . 
T h u c . Dut ton, F i t z s t e v e n s and I went to Qui-Nhon i n F e b r u a r y for a 
se r ies of meetings we were ve ry agreeably s u r p r i s e d w i t h the growth 
of the work . We were able to hold serv ices not on ly i n Q u i - N h o n but 
also i n many areas i n the country inc luding T r u n g - A i whore there were 
near ly 150 chr i s t i ans gathered and about 60 were baptized. T h e y had 
gotten land for a church, laid the foundations and were going ahead 
with plans for the bu i ld ing. We certainly praise the L o r d for H i s 
w o r k i n g i n t h i s area which has the st rongest Roman Catholic con­
centration i n all of Centra l V i e t - N a m . 

I n the province of K h a n h - H o a there are three churches of which 
one, N h a - T r a n g . i f se l f - suppor t ing . A t N h a - T r a n g our work has been 
chiefly getting out the Sunday School L e s s o n s in terspersed with 
preaching in the Church or outstat ions with Mr . L e - v a n - L o n g . 

I n the P h a n - T h i e t area M e s s r s . Chan, F i t z s tevens . R e x i l i u s , D ieu 
and K y have been doing some evangelist ic wo rk and many have been 
saved. 

I n Phan -Rang the L o r d has been b less ing and over 400 prayed in 
the past year. T h e w o r k among the Cham t r ibes people i s progress ing 
s l o w l y . M r . D ieu and I have revised about ha l f of the catechism and 
I hope this next year to perfect my Cham language enough so as to 
give added emphasis to this phase of the work .

F o r the past few months I have been impressed w i t h the thought 
contained in the verses •,< so nei ther he who plants nor he who waters 
i - anyth ing, but on ly God who gives the growth. He who plants and 
he who waters are equal and each sha l l receive h i s wages according 
to h i s labor. F o r we are f e l l o w - w o r k m e n for God. Each per fo rms h i s 
m i n i s t r y for the greater g lo ry of God and to hasten H i s r e t u rn to earth 
again. D u r i n g the month of March we held a se r ies of meetings i n 
T a n - C h a u . W h i l e i n that center, we contacted a T o n k i n e s e fami l y that 
sold wooden shoes i n the marke t place. A f t e r a few words of exp lan­
ation about the Gospel the man. h i s w i fe and 21 year old son prayed. 
We were s u r p r i s e d at the ease w i t h which they accepted the W o r d 
and prayed the penitents prayer. A f t e rwa rds they told us that they 
had heard the Gospel i n Hanoi a lmost twenty years ago ; in fact, some 
oi the i r re la t ives were Hanoi ch r i s t i ans . T h e y had come south about 
f.t leen years ago. and f ina l l y i n the T a n - C h a u marke t place the L o r d 
caught up w i th them. T h i s speaks of the fa i th fu lness of M r s . H o m e r -
D i x o n and the Cadmans in bygone days. 

D u r i n g the year several f e r i es of meetings have been held in 
v a r i o u s v i l lages w i t h 
many seeking the L o r d . 

T h e stopping o! the subs idy program may wo rk some hardsh ips , 
but already churches are responding. T i t h i n g i s above a l l a sp i r i t ua l 
problem ond needs to be taught and practiced i n a l l the churches. 
May we be used to help them to t h i s end i n the coming months. 

A t one place. L o n g - T i e n , 
f o u r t e e n prayed, one 
being a b a c k s l i d d e n 
e h r i s t i a n who comes 
f rom an area where there 
u s e d to be a t h r i v i n g 
w o r k , but the ch r i s t i ans 
went through rough seas 
dur ing the hos t i l i t i es and 
most of them backsl id.

We are 
fortunate to have w o r k i n g 
w i t h us a Cambodian 
speaking pastor as we l l 
as M r , Long who speaks 
several Chinese dialects. 
I t enables us to m i n i s t e r 
to several language groups 
dur ing the same ser ies of 
meetings.

A g i f t f rom the B i b l e Meditation 
League enabled us to prepare and p r in t a special tract for th i s project. 
Gospels of John and the special booklet for ch i ldren Sunshine Cownry. 
are being sold. One of the used Ch r i s tmas cards i s given to each chi ld 
who buys a Gospel or booklet. T h i s helps great ly to boost sales. Special 
tracts for the parents of the chi ldren are being d is t r ibuted also. 

BOOKROOM . A neon cross and large s ign i s now over one of the 
doors of the large Saigon Tabernacle. A vo lun ta ry w o r k e r i s in charge 
of t h i s depot. H e has a good d isp lay of B i b l e s , books, posters and 
picture r o l l s and i s busy w i tness ing to i n q u i r e r s morn ing, afternoon 
and evening. A number have accepted C h r i s t as the i r Sav iour . 

PUBLICATION . A t least five m i l l i o n pages of Gospel l i te ra ture have 
been prepared and pr inted dur ing the post 
year f r om special funds received f rom Home. 

H O U S E TO HOUSE TKACT DISTRIBUTION. Gospel 
tracts have been placed i n many homes in 
Saigon dur ing the past year. 

P R I S O N W O R K . T w o meetings a week for 
two dif ferent groups of p r i sone rs are being 
held in the Ch i -Hoa pr ison. On two occasions 
wo have been permit ted to in terv iew men 
condemned to die. A n open-air service was 
held i n the pr ison courtyard at Chr is tmas 
t ime when many of the p r i sone rs l istened 
attent ively over the P . A . sys tem to the 
message by L e - v a n - T h a i , Pres ident of the 
Vietnamese church in V ie t -Nam. Some have

Hundred 's have prayed 
the penitent 's prayer and are now memor iz ing por t ions of the Gospel 
of John . M i l i t a r y hospi ta ls ate v is i ted as we l l w i t h many seeking a 
refuge i n our L o r d and S a v i o u r , Jesus Ch r i s t .

Since last conference the Dalai Gospel Press has coased to exist and 
is now the Gospel Press of Saigon. The closing of the Press in Dalai 
involved the sale of the large press and most of Ihe type. We are 
thankful to God for providing a buyer for this. The cash sales of the 
Press, since moving lo Saigon, have increased over 300 percent. 

Some tracts were printed with Bible Meditation League funds and 
work is under way on a reprint of another much used tract. Also the 
Daily Light was completed : a Christmas story color book came off the 
press at Christmas time: the Life of Christ Visualized, part III and two 
more volumes of Mr. Cadman's Bible Dictionary are finished. From 
special funds raised hy Mrs. Olsen we have been working on two of 
Mr, Olseii's books: Church History, part III and I Corinthians, com­
mentary. The following materials have been done monthly throughout 
the year: 

Thanh Kinh Buo (religious magazine' 1600 copies. 
Teacher's quarterly 300 copies. 
Adufl fcssons (published quarterly) 2400 copies. 
CJiifdren'i' lessons (published monthly! 1200 copies. 
During the year the press has become an authorized book-store, 

having membership in the Christian Bookseller's Association. Through 
this means we are able to keep abreast with late publications stateside, 
and also purchase many materials at a considerable discount. We are now 
stocking such Items as Life of Christ rolls. Heart tract posters. English 
study and devotional books and Vietnamese and English music recordings. 
We are hoping to gradually broaden the scope of materials available, 
but are still limited by the amount of funds thai can be invested for this 
purpose. 

We appreciate the help each month of our society and such faithful 
contributors as the Bible Meditation League and the World Wide Prayer 
and Missionary Union, also the sending of printed tracts by Mr. Stone of 
the Pilgrim tract society. These have all filled a very definite need during 
the past year. 

A new building has been rented near the Bible House in Saigon. 
Here there is adequate space on the ground floor for all press facilities, 
office and storage. The second Horn- will be for living quarters. All mai'.

T h e r e are three Sunday Schools operating 
now, one at the. < B i g Church -• undei D r . 
Le land Wong's organisat ion, one at the 
Alliance Chapel and a newly opened one at the Chapel where T i m o t h y Leung 
is pastor. T w i c e yearly the children gaihcv l o r V . B . S . w i t h capable and s p i r i t u a l 
teachers taking pmt in all r.f i t s act ivi t ies. T h r e e ot your Young Peopte are 
attending the Alliance B ib le I n s t i t u t e in H o n g - K o n g . F o u r more arc at Nyack, 
one at Houghton , one in Chicago and scveial more have gone to Formosa where 
they arc re l i ve hi S S . and Church work. 

I n March we held oui Nurd Annual Chinese Conlerence m Dalai M r s L a u 
£ iae icusK ottered the use of her home free ot charge to hou^c OUT eight Chinese 
v . c r k t i s and the i r famil ies and as a place to hold cur session 4;. We arc grateful 
to the L o r d fo r the s p i r i t of R.ve and unit> that was present and rejoice m the 
itep fo rward Mi'di cau^o cur Chinese work to be moio indigenous hi the real 
sense ci the woid . 

Due to the fact that Ihe Chinese in P h n o m - P e n h 
ate wi thout a Church B u i l d i n g , the congi egation 
meet; ru a Chinese- School bu' Iding under crowded 

n nffTi ^ conditions. Eetween R't and a K ' f attend the Snnduv 
C A M B O D I A service w i t h perhaps as n w n j chiJihcn meeting in 

an adjoining room. It has neen a \ea.i and eight 
months sauce the i r ongTi ial Crunch bui lding burned down, and whi le ell or 
hove been made to purchase hind on winch to erect a bui ld ing, there has be-n 
no success lo date. We thank God for a Chutch Body which comparatively 
s t rcng and able 1.0 administer i t s own r Hai rs in the Citv . W l n l e w i i h o u l .1 pastor, 
tt lias two able lady evangelists and an ^?!n c Church Committee which govern 
ably the various m i n i s t r i e s n f the Church. E l e i e n uere added to ihe church by 
baptism last October, most ol u l i o m were \ o u n g people. Each week the young 
!-eople conduct a systematic canvas 01 the Chinese sections of the. c i t \ in passing 
out l i tera ture , and witnessing.

SAIGON BUSINESS AGENCY AND HOME 

L a s t year dur ing the t ime when the Nat ional A r m y was d r i v i n g 
the B i n h - X u y c n forces out of Saigon, our Saigon Receiving Home 
property suffered damage. T n i s involved considerable expense and 
we were gratefu l for the f inancial help given by the Amer ican 
Commun i t y Church and by the Society. 

D u r i n g the year we have had an unusua l l y large number o'. 
gvests. T e n fami l i es or i nd i v idua ls have re turned or newly a r r i ved 
on the fields. Representat ives of F E B C have been entertained. I n 
J u l y and Augus t we had the pr iv i lege and joy of shar ing i n the 
special Evange l i s t i c efforts of Douglas S p a r k s and D r . Dav id Morken 
or Or ien t Crusades. More than 300 persons signed decision cards. 
T h e fo l low-up w o r k has been carr ied on by the coming to V ie tnam 
of M r . W a r r e n M y e r s of Or ien t Crusades who established a B i b l e 
Correspondence Course and growing response i s seen i n the bulging 
post-office box. 

I t was a pr iv i lege to attend the p r i son serv ices i n Ch i -Hoa twice 
week ly and to teach the p r i s o n e r s to s ing Ch r i s tmas h y m n s i n pre­
paration for the special program which was held i n the large 
courtyard j u s t before Chr i s tmas . F o u r or five thousand people were 
able to hear the s to ry of God's love-g i f t to the wo r l d on that 
occasion. 

S ince the beginning of January M i s s Mack has done a large part 
ol the bookkeeping for the B u s i n e s s Agency and Home and t h i s has 
l ightened our w o r k and enabled u s to devote more t ime to teaching 
and preaching in the Sunday evening serv ices at the Saigon church. 
We praise God for several score of people who have accepted C h r i s t 
du r ing t h i s period 

I was grateful for the oppor tun i ty of v i s i t i n g our fo rmer d is t r ic t 
i n B i n h - D i n h province ( Q u i - N h o n ) together w i t h M r . T h u c , F r a n k l i n 
I r w i n and John F i t z s t e v e n s . We were able to v i s i t a number of 
ou t l y ing homes and v i l lages and found people eager to hear the 
Gospel. Nea r l y 50 decisions were made for C h r i s t du r ing t h " 
campaign. 

Due to the fact that we have spent a period of 9 years i n reha­
b i l i ta t ion, Dalat School and i n the Receiv ing Home, we are hoping 
to be assigned to f u l l t ime d is t r i c t w o r k when we re tu rn f rom 
fu r l ough .

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ORIENT CRUSADES CORRESPONDENCE COURSE 
M r . War ren M y e r s 

M r . Law i s our f i r s t -'grab-bag 1 correspondence student. H e i s 
a young Chinese man who moved f rom T h a i l a n d to Vient iane, Laos . 
He was raised in a Ch r i s t i an home, says - circumstances made me 
become a hypocri t ical Ch r i s t i an . I am afraid that I have no s p i r i t u a l 
l i f e in me. When he got to Vient iane, M r . L a w became s p i r i t u a l l y 
hungry and looked for a Chinese Church, but there was none. H e 
wrote, therefore I am very sad. -

However i n Vient iane, unclaimed mai l i s piled on a table for 
a l l comers to look over. A s M r . L a w hopefu l ly looked over t h i s table, 
lie found hidden t reasure — an unclaimed B i b l e s tudy lesson w i t h 
our address. H e wrote, « I was ve ry happy ; but there i s no one to 
recommend me to your school. S o I w r i t e t h i s letter, and ask you 
to send me one of the lessons, so that I , a young man who am going 
to fa l l , may be saved and l i ve the l i f e of J e s u s C h r i s t . I am s u r e 
you w i l l accept my request. • We did, by a i rma i l . 

I n some ways M r . L a w i s typical of many 
people, s p i r i t u a l l y hungry and want ing a 
way to s tudy the B i b l e personal ly . F o r 
almost a year, the L o r d has enabled us to 
conduct correspondence B i b l e S tudy and 
B i b l e Memory courses f r om our Saigon 
office, in Vietnamese. Chinese and E n g l i s h . 

Tw i ce in one week recently, young 
pastors have enthus iast ica l ly brought us 
lessons and booklets completed by the i r 
members. One pastor reported 50 out of 
h i s 70 members enrol led ! T h e L o r d i s 
b lessing as increasing numbers begin to 
memor ise God's W o r d and to s tudy to 
show themselves approved unto H i m as 
workmen not ashamed. One 60 year old 
Chr i s t i an f r om Nor th V i e t - N a m said >< I 'm 
too old to go into the m i n i s t r y , but I 've 

M i . W J I I U M M V E R ' great ly wanted to study more about Ch r i s t 
to better serve H i m . T h i s course has been 
a great help and b less ing. 

Saved and unsaved both, Vietnamese and Chinese, are s tudv ing 
and memor i z ing the W o r d of God through these courses. T h e S t u d y 
course begins w i th s imp le quest ions f rom the Gospel of John con­
cerning Jesus C h r i s t , fa i th and sa lvat ion. A s a student completes each 
lesson or booklet, he sends i t to u s for grading, and then we send 
h im the next step. Soon he i s s tudy ing basic C h r i s t i a n t r u t h s f rom 
the whole New Tes tament and B ib l e . When he graduates (after 
S - 9 m o n t h s ) , he i s awarded a diploma. T h e Memory Course i s the 
Navigators Topica l Memory S y s t e m , and completion of t h i s course 
also gives the student a diploma. 

T h e s e courses have been especial ly tested and proved th rough­
out the Or ien t , and have been used to reach many who might 
o therwise have been unreached w i t h the Gospel or unchallenged to 
dig into the W o r d of God for themselves. 

P r a y e r i s needed for the students — C h r i s t i a n and non — 
Chr i s t i an , and for the Vietnamese co-laborers who correct tho 
lessons.
